Beni-Suef University (BSU) has established a dedicated institutional structure tasked exclusively with 
advancing the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and enhancing the university’s global and 
national sustainability performance. This is achieved through the work of the Sustainable 
Development Office 

Vision: 

To position Beni-Suef University as a national and regional model of sustainability in higher education 
by integrating the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) into all levels of academic, 
research, community service, and institutional governance. 

Mission: 

• To promote the principles of sustainable development across BSU faculties and departments. 

• To monitor and report on sustainability metrics aligned with Egypt’s Vision 2030 and the UN 
Agenda 2030. 

• To enhance BSU’s visibility and performance in international rankings linked to the SDGs (e.g., 
THE Impact Rankings). 

• To develop strategic partnerships with governmental, academic, and civil society organizations 
focused on environmental and social sustainability.
